North lowa Operations:

A parking lot was added to the east side of the building, and the grade was raised five feet to enable customers to
enter the showroom without navigating stairs. The showroom walls, columns, and floor were blasted and sanded to reveal
the original stone and brick; it is one of the largest welding-supply showrooms in the nation. The fill plant was also upgraded
during the move. The move enabled Huber Supply to grow from 8,500 sg. ft. at their former location to 35,000 sq. ft. at their
new location! Now that Huber Supply is more centrally located, they are a convenience stop instead of a destination.
